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PUBLISHER'S NOTE

ApplewoodBooks is pleased toreissue the original
Hardy Boys and Nancy Drew books, just as they were
originally published—the Hardy Boys in 1927 and
Nancy Drew in 1930. In 1959, the books were con-
densed and rewritten, and since then, the original
editions have been out of print.

Much has changed in America since the books
were first issued. The modern reader may be delighted
with the warmth and exactness of the language, the
wholesome innocence of the characters, their engage-
ment with the natural world, or the nonstop action
without the use of violence; but just as well, the
modern reader may be extremely uncomfortable with
the racial and social stereotyping, the roles women
play in these books, or the use of phrases or situations
which may conjure up some response in the modern
reader that was not felt by the reader of the times.

Forgoodorbad, we Americans have changed quite
a bit since these books were firstissued. Many readers
will remember these editions with great affection and
will be delighted with their return; others will wonder
why we just don’t let them disappear. These books are
part of our heritage. They are a window on our real
past. For that reason, except for the addition of this
note and the introduction by Sara Paretsky, we are
presenting The Secret of the Old Clock unedited and
unchanged from its first edition.

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MEenTion NaNCY DRew to any woman between the
ages of twenty-five and seventy, and chances are her
face will turn dreamy and she’ll say, “Nancy Drew! I
haven’t thought about her for years, but Lused to lave
her.” Nancy Drew and her blue roadster have been
symbols of freedom for little girls since Grosset &
Dunlap first published The Secret of the Old Clock ,in
1930, With almost two hundred titles in the series, and
new adventures arriving at the rate of eighteen a year,
it’s clear that Nancy’s appeal is as strong as ever.

Hardcover sales of Nancy Drew adventures have
surpassed Agatha Christie’s phenomenal record. Pub-
lications from the Journal of Popular Culture 1o the
Wall Street Journal have pondered the series’ popu-
larity without presenting a convincing explanation. At
the same time, scholars complain about the pell-mell .
pace of the adventures and the protected environment
in which Nancy lives.




It is easy to poke fun at the girl detective — at her
adeptness with Old English and modem French, her
intrepidity when locked in closets or towers, buried in
mudslides, or threatened by the dastardly. It’s easy,
t00, 10 Jampoon the conscious assumption of WASP
superiority in the early books in the series. Government
and social status, at least in the early books, rightly
belongto“‘the wise, therich, and the well,”in Alexander
Hamilton’s phrase.

Of course Peter Wimsey could match Nancy Drew
skill for skill, intrepid moment for intrepid moment,
and outdoes her in keeping all grace, intelligence, and
morality in upper class hands. But maybe we tolerate
French, Latin, brandy tasting, professional levels of
acrobatics, diving, and piano playing, expertise with
swords, guns, automobiles, Scarlatti, sonnet writing,
and medicine in a titled Englishman that we scoff atin
aMidwestern girl.

'The early books in the series were slightly rewritten
to modernize them in the late fifties. The most objec-
tionable racial stereotyping was removed. Nancy was
aged from sixteen to eighteen. Perhaps in the Depres-
sion, a sixteen-year-old who didn’t have to go to
school and who successfully managed her father’s
house didn’t seem as anomalous as it later became.
Perhaps series editors didn’t like a sixteen-year-old at
the wheel of a roadster. Whatever the reason, Nancy’s
a little older and she dresses more casually. Her hair
changed from gold totitianand back to gold again. She
still solves her own problems, though withoutadult or
male interference.

Going back to the original Nancy Drew, as Apple-
wood Books has done, is to take a revealing journey
into our nation’s social history. The books we relished
as children dished up some dreadful racial attitudes,
Hopefully we have outgrown those views, but we
shouldn’t forget how pervasive a part of American
culture they were for many decades.

Atthe same time, Nancy Drew otfered girls of 1930
anamazing altemative to the career choice of secretary
and milliner that other children’s books provided. Her
enduring popularity probably hasnodeepercause than
that: little girls need to see a bigger girl act compe-
tently and solve problems they keep being told belong
to boys. Even though today’s children can look at
female spies, astronauts, doctors, and other fictional
heroes, they still need the girl detective to inspire them.

“A puncture!” Nancy murmured in disgust. “If
thatisn’t just my luck! Oh, well, I suppose I must fix
it myself, because there won’t be another car for an
hour on this road.”

It was not the first time Nancy Drew had changed
a tire, but she never relished the task. Rummaging
under the seat, she pulled out the tools and quickly
Jjacked up the rear axle. She loosened the lugs ... and
tugged at [the tire] ... [T]he huge balloon tire could
not be budged. Then, as she gave one mighty tug, it
came off and Nancy Drew fell backwards into a
sitting posture in the road.

“Well it’s off, anyway,” she told herself with
satisfaction, as she brushed the dirt from her clothing,

What could be more inspiring and appealing?
Here’s a heroine who is undaunted by car problems,
tackles a job she doesn’t relish and succeeds at it, and
doesn’t mind landing in the dirt in her nice clothes.

Nancy Drew made a wonderful antidote to the
America of my childhood. When I was four a
neighbor boy andIwatched a woman drive a panel
truck across the University of Kansas campus.
“Ladies don’tdrive trucks,” the toddler pronounced
in disgust. His mother chortled over his wisdom,
repeating it for years after with all the delight of
Mrs. Newton recapitulating her son’s laws of gravity.

Of course ladies in the fifties did drive trucks,
especially in the farm community where I grew up, but
we weren’t supposed to applaud them. Yet Nancy
Drew handled her blue sports car on dangerous roads
with unfailing expertise. She spent eight hours on a
lake in a stalled boat without panicking or screaming
for help, learned to fly so well she awed her instructor,
and diagnosed and fixed a flawed distributor when her
car misbehaved. To a nation where car mechanics still
mock or brush off complaints by women Nancy
remains a significant role model.

In my childhood women were supposed to be as
ignorant of mathematics as of motors. It’s still hard to
get young girls to test their analytical powers. But
Nancy Drew’s thoughts turn immediately to
Archimedes when she’s locked in a closet; she knows
if she can find a lever she can pry open the hinges. She
feels some fear in that closet, and — contrary to the
monolithic view scholars like to suggest — she expe-

riences remorse. She knows she has only herself to
thank that her father thinks she’s having a good time at
camp and won’t look for her for at least a week. What
makes her heroic is that she rises above fear and
despair and finds herself a lever.

Nancy’s lifestyle is just as appealing to girls raised
with endless shibboleths. Her mother is dead. Her
lawyer-father and his housekeeper treat her opinions
with adult respect. They place no restrictions on her
comings and goings, because they know she won't
behave irresponsibly. _

Early in the series Nancy acquired a boyfriend,
handsome Ned Nickerson, who flexes his muscles for
a college football team. She also has two enduring
girlfriends, boyish George Fayne and George’s ultra-
feminine cousin Bess Marvin, Like Dr. Watson, none
of the three is a match for the sleuth, either in ability to
figure out clues or in the scope of their skills. And in
areversal of the usual male-female relations in crime
fiction, Ned’s functionis primarily decorative. He also
is more attached to Nancy than she to him. Occasion-
ally he brings up the question of marriage, but Nancy
refuses to respond; she doesn’t want to give up her
independent sleuthing life for domesticity.

Little girls today still grow up without a strong

_sense of themselves as people or of their right to play

active roles in adult life. Scholarly studies show that as
girls head into their teens they stop trying to succeed
for fear of showing up boys. Today, girls emerge from
adolescence with a much lower sense of self-esteem
than boys. Nancy nevermindedleaving Ned Nickerson




in the dirt; his adoration never flagged for all the times
she proved herself smarter and quicker than he.

In parts of the country, the highpoint of a girl’s life
may be making the cheerleading squad: a Texas
mother was charged with attempting murder to guar-
antee that summum bonum to her daughter.

Nancy Drew doesn’t lead cheers. She undertakes
the heroics that keep others cheering. She is expert in
some traditional girlish arts — tap-dancing, for in-
stance, She uses that skill, though, not to become a
cheerleader or Miss America, but to tap out Morse
code when she’s imprisoned.

Nancy’s adventures appeal most to girls of ten or -
eleven. After that they move —is it on or backwards?
- to stories where romantic conflict plays a bigger
role and where heroines aren’t as invincible as the girl
detective. They leave the fantasy world of eleven to
deal with the hard reality of women’s lives,

Of course, girls couldn’t really imagine undertak-
ing Nancy’s detective adventures. The facts of violent
assault are a strong inducement to stay close to home,
even if that home has a parent as adoring and consid-
erate as Carson Drew. But it’s a wonderful dream, that
agirlcan getin her blue roadster, steer it down perilous
roads, and come home triumphant. Instead of making
little girls leave that dream, maybe it’s time we changed
their reality. Keeping Nan¢y Drew alive for them can
only help.
